The police vice squad raided the theater 
when the Minsky's burlesque played here. 
* 1929 closed 
* 1937 reopened as Esquire and closed later 
in the year. It was gutted and became a 
parking garage. 
* 1946 rebuilt as another theatre called Town 
with "It's a Wonderful Life" with James 
Stewart in the audience. The interior design 
had no straight lines. It became a popular 
theatre. 
* August 28, 1957-1970 Cinerama was shown 
here. It was owned by Trans-Lux 
* Early 1980 are owned by JF Theatres 
* 1985 twinned into 2 cinemas by Loew's 
* 1995 closed for the last time
